Pure’s next campus due to transition into live operations is located in Yas Island, Abu Dhabi, which will provide 45MW of capability. It is due to complete its first phase in early 2025 and will be Pure DC’s first venture in the Middle East.
Pure DC has to date achieved 100% availability for all of its hyperscale customers, not only in London, but also in its live sites in Jakarta and Dublin.

Dame Dawn Childs, Chief Executive of Pure DC, said: “Our new projects have been carefully planned to fulfil demand for storage and processing in key regions. The facilities in Spain and United Arab Emirates will strengthen our existing portfolio of data centre campuses in the UK, Indonesia and Ireland.

The team at Pure DC continues to prove its ability to develop data centres that meet the needs of our hyperscale customers in a caring, progressive and innovative way.”
